represent — tell the story of a

remarkable year for D&R Greenway
Land Trust. We are very pleased to
report to you, our donors and friends,
the highlights of 2007 and to share our
vision for 2008.

Also in this edition of Greenways
we extend our deepest appreciation
to all our donors, who in 2007
provided support for D&R Greenway’s
mission — to preserve and care for
an interconnected network of natural
lands, open spaces, and farms.

These preserved lands contribute
to a healthy environment and help
maintain a clean and abundant water

supply. They sustain biodiverse
habitats for birds and wildlife,
provide the landscape for trails and
are the foundation for a sustainable
agricultural economy. They are the
“common ground” that give our
communities a sense of place and help
to bring people together.

Land Preservation

D&R Greenway led the preservation
of 20 properties valued at $29.5
million, including:

The Rocky Brook Greenway
(Millstone Township, Monmouth
County) — This landscape-scale project
permanently protected 7 properties,
encompassing 584 acres. A corridor of
protected farmland and open space was
established, connecting Perrineville Park
to the Assunpink Wildlife Management
Area.

High Falls (Delaware Township,
(Hunterdon County) — These 14 scenic
acres of forested stream corridor were
saved from development when D&R

The Lockatong Creek cascades at
“High Falls”

Greenway provided a short-term bridge
loan to the landowner. This allowed the
transaction to close prior to the release
of the approved acquisition grant from
the state.

The Nature Conservancy
Partnership (Sourlands: East Amwell,
Hunterdon County; Hillsborough,
Somerset County) — Two properties,
comprising 150 acres of mature forest,
were acquired by D&R Greenway
in partnership with The Nature
Conservancy, using funds provided by
the 3M Corporation. D&R Greenway
will be the permanent steward of these
lands.

The 1,011 acres preserved in 2007
enabled D&R Greenway to reach a
milestone 19 years in the making —
the preservation of our 10,000th
acre. As of this writing, we have led
the preservation of 10,418 acres,
encompassing 190 properties, since our
founding in 1989.

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Stewardship

Stewardship of the land encompasses
a variety of activities that improve
its quality; controlling invasive species
and restoring native habitat are two
examples. Stewardship also includes
building and maintaining trails

that provide people with safe and
appropriate access to preserved lands.
Our stewardship team spends most

of their time in the field, working to
enhance the conservation value and
biological health of lands owned by
D&R Greenway. They also annually
monitor the 50-plus private properties
under easement.

Sourlands Trails — A network of trails
has been developed in our Northern
Stony Brook Preserve, connecting lands
owned by D&R Greenway. These trails
also traverse county and state-owned
lands, providing extensive walking and
hiking opportunities. Information may
be found on D&R Greenway’s website
www.drgreenway.org under the heading
“Trails”.

Stewardship Interns — We had two
interns working with us during the
summer of 2007. While most of their
work took place in the field, they also
assisted in cataloging the materials in
our library and archiving preservation
files. We would like to express
our appreciation to the Princeton
Internships in Civic Service (PICS)
Program of the Princeton University
Class of 1969 Community Service
Fund for their financial support of the
2007 Upmeyer Internship for Land
Preservation and Stewardship program.
We are pleased to announce they will
sponsor two Upmeyer Interns in 2008.
D&R Greenway’s Upmeyer Internship
Fund also supports this program.

Volunteers — An ever-growing
number of volunteer site stewards
provided “on the ground” support,
monitoring easements and managing
invasive species. In addition, Bristol-
Myers Squibb, Princeton Day School,
NJ Trails Association and several
other organizations participated in
enormously successful (and fun) group
work days in the field.

St. Michael’s Property — Led by
the members of the St. Michael’s
Preservation Committee, over 800
individuals, families, foundations,
non-profit organizations, community
groups, local businesses and
corporations together raised over $3.3
million to preserve these 337 acres in
Hopewell. D&R Greenway expects to
finalize the purchase of the property
in 2008. Please note that the land will
not be open to the public until the
acquisition is completed.

Celebrate Open Space! - D&R
Greenway’s first evening fundraising
event was a tremendous success,

generating $172,000 in operating
support.

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Johnson Education Center

“The Johnson Education Center is
becoming a vibrant, permanent base
for strategic planning, staff education,
evaluation of preservation goals, and
the flow of preservation information
to landowners.” — Ralph Siegel,

Over 165 meetings, educational
programs and events were held at
the Johnson Education Center in 2007
including the following:

Conservation Tax Benefits Workshop
— Co-sponsored by the Garden State
Preservation Trust, professionals
experienced in the legal and financial
aspects of conservation easements
presented case studies focused on
the latest tax laws that can benefit
landowners who permanently protect
their land with a conservation
easement.

Whole Thinking Workshop — Co-
sponsored by the NJ Historic Trust,
this program brought together
representatives from the conservation
and historic preservation communities;
local, county and state government;
non-profit organizations and interested
individuals. This round-table forum
featured Peter Forbes from the
Center for Whole Communities. The
discussion focused on: developing a
greater understanding of the elements
that shape healthy and prosperous
communities; considering the roles
of conservation and education in
fostering positive societal change; and,
strengthening partnerships and goals
for collaboration.

A New Way of Thinking About
Land - Conservation Strategy and
Finance — Co-sponsored by the Garden
State Preservation Trust and the Mercer
County Green Table, this program
was presented by the author of A
Field Guide to Conservation Finance,
Story Clark. It offered proven tools
and techniques for expanding and
leveraging traditional preservation
fundraising.

Exhibitions in the Marie L. Matthews
and Olivia Rainbow Galleries
presented art and special programs
that complemented D&R Greenway’s
preservation vision. All activities at
the Jobnson Education Center are
designed to inspire a conservation
ethic that results in an increased public
commitment to land preservation and
stewardship. @

2008 Vision

&R Greenway Land Trust’s

e Announce a new park created
in Bordentown to serve the urban
community

e Add new preservation lands to
D&R Greenway’s Northern Stony
Brook Preserve and Sourlands
Greenway

e Partner with Mercer County and
Friends for the Marsh to complete
the design of the Hamilton-Trenton-
Bordentown Marsh Interpretive
Center

¢ Provide our expertise to help
achieve preservation goals in the
Mannington Meadows area of Salem
County

e Connect the Sourlands to Hopewell
Borough by establishing the Sourlands
Foothills Trail on preserved lands

e Protect a new preserve on
Hunterdon County’s Plum Brook

“The primary reason for our interest in land
conservation is to avoid uncontrolled sprawl
and to protect wildlife and wildlife habitat.
We simply want to conserve the natural

beauty of open space.”

Sally and Whip Buck donated a
conservation easement on their
27-acre property in Princeton to D&R
Greenway in 2007. Located in the Stony
Brook Greenway, the property contains a
mature forest as well as areas of younger

successional forest. All of the woodland

has been affected by invasive and non-
native plant species and deer browsing. At
the request of the Bucks, D&R Greenway
developed a woodland management and
restoration plan for their property to:

e Control invasive and non-native plant

species in each forest area.

e Plant missing and depleted species of
native plants, shrubs and trees on the

property to restore the native understory
and enhance wildlife habitat.

e Create deer exclosures to allow areas
of the forest to regenerate with native
plants, shrubs and trees, becoming seed
banks for other parts of the property.

e Use this management and restoration

plan as a model for other local
landowners.
